The Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MTA) has announced that MetroCard sales will officially end
on Dec. 31, 2025, as the tap-and-go OMNY payment system becomes the primary fare payment method.
In alignment with this transition, Westchester County’s Bee-Line Bus System will also adopt OMNY, with
additional details to be shared in the coming months. MetroCards will remain an accepted fare payment
into early 2026, as the transition to the OMNY system is fully implemented. In addition, cash payments

will continue to be collected on Bee-Line.

HOW DOES IT WORK?

The OMNY system allows riders to tap and
pay directly using contactless credit and
debit cards, digital wallets or OMNY cards.
Customers who prefer to pay with cash
can purchase and reload OMNY cards

at retail locations, online, or at OMNY
vending machines.

Bus System.
